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Approximately 8 years have passed since the Great East

decline of well-beings.

Evacuation orders have been now lifted except for two
municipalities and residents have started to return.
Together with responses to this unprecedented disaster,
Fukushima has been moving to build the society back
better.

To delineate the perspectives of Fukushima, Radiation
Medical Science Center of Fukushima Medical University
will hold the international symposium, share lessons
learned from the Fukushima accident especially focusing
on public health and risk communication, with the
participation of interdisciplinarily inviting distinguished
researchers.
